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The Importance and Purpose of the Holy Spirit

1. The Holy Spirit and the Bible

a. The Bible is God-breathed (2 Tim. 3:16; Gen 2:7; John 20:22). His words are
Spirit and life (John 6:63)

b. A new heart, a new Spirit to remove our stone heart, and He pours out His Spirit
to us. (Ezekiel 36:26-27; Joel 2:28)

c. Promise to send the Holy Spirit in the Upper Room Discourse (John 14:16-17)

d. Evangelical and Charismatic (Pentecostal) Churches during the past 10 to 20
years.

2. The Importance of the Coming of the Holy Spirit
a. The Holy Spirit explains (1 Cor. 2:4-5), and leads to understand the Bible (John
14:26a, 16:13).
i. Not a moral book
ii. Secret things belong to God (Deut. 29:29)
iii. Not the time for us to understand (Ex. 3:14)
b. The Holy Spirit reminds us to use the Bible as Jesus did (John 14:26b; Luke 4:4,
8, & 12).
c. Jesus says that His words are Spirit and they are Life (John 6:63).
d. Through the Holy Spirit, His words cut to our hearts (Acts 2:37), and they
become:-
i. Standard of our life;
ii. Guidance of our thoughts;
iii. Motivation of our Actions; and
iv. Reason to make Choices.

3. The Purpose of the Coming of the Holy Spirit (To respond to our next 40-year vision — transform)
a. Oneness or May Be One (John 17:20-23)
b. Love one another (John 13:34; Acts 2:44-45)
¢. To have Power to be his witness (John 14:12; Acts 1:8)

4. Conclusion

a. The Holy Spirit and the Bible are equally important to us, evangelical believers
should learn to be more sensitive to the Holy Spirit;

b. The Holy Spirit enables us to understand, explain, use, remind us of the Bible,
and to spread the Bible;

c. Jesus says that His words are Spirit and Life (John 6:62)

d. Only through the Holy Spirit, His words cut to our hearts so we may become one,
love one another, and power to be His witness.

e. Evangelism is not an option, it is God’s command; and

f. Do not behave as a bee-like Christian who makes noises, intimidates people of
stinging, and is unwelcome without being realized that the bee produces honey of
salvation grace. To respond to our 2™ 40 years vision, let the unity in the Body
of Christ, love one another, and to be His witness be our foundation to transform.
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
